A 51,000-signature petition has been handed in to the Pakistan High Commission in London calling for justice for the country’s religious minorities. It comes at a time when Asia Bibi awaits a death sentence in Pakistan for blasphemy – a charge which she denies. She’s the first Christian woman to be sentenced to death under the country’s notorious blasphemy laws.
