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Alimjan Yimit, a Christian from the Uyghur 
minority, has been in detention since January 12, 
2008,  when he was charged with endangering the 
security of the state.  The authorities had 
previously  prevented him from carrying out his 
business activities,  accusing him of using his 
employment as a cover to preach Christianity 
among the Uyghur peoples.  At the time of his 
arrest, the police searched his house, removed his 
personal computer, and, it is alleged,  physically 
abused him. 
 

During his trial on May 27, 2008, the judge  ruled 
that there was insufficient evidence to convict 
him and sent his case back to the Public Security 
Bureau (PSB) prosecutors. Since then, the 
authorities have not allowed his family to see him 
and have passed the case back and forth between 
various legal agencies. Communist Party officials 
in Xinjiang province will now decide what will 
happen to him. Alimjan insists on his innocence. 
 

One of Release International’s partners, ChinaAid, 
recently received a letter from Alimjan’s wife, Guli 
Nuer. In her letter she wrote: ‘Alimjan … has been 
a believer of Jesus for 14 years. Belief in Jesus has 
made great changes in his life and has made him a 
really good citizen who loves his country and his 
people. … It has been one year and three months 
since Alimjan was taken away. During these 15 

months, especially since May, there has been no 
news about him at all and there has been no 
communication with him, either. Though only a 
[prison] wall separates us, yet we feel he is so far 
away from us.  As all the efforts of the family 
members have produced no results … at least, 
they should let us meet him and hopefully report 
that he is doing OK.’  Since his imprisonment, Guli 
has been taking care of their two young sons. In 
speaking about her experience she says that 
throughout this trial she has learned how to be 
joyful and brave and to take care of those around 
her by depending on Jesus Christ. She hopes that 
her husband will be acquitted and released soon. 
 

Within the last few days there have been reports 
that  he was seen at Nongsanshi Hospital in 
Kashgar. With his hands bound and being 
roughly escorted by police and a prison doctor, he 
apparently cried out to onlookers repeatedly in 
Chinese,  ‘I'm sick. Tell my lawyer to come quickly 
to see me.’

I would like to express my concern about the case of  Alimjan Yimit from the Xinjiang Autonomous 
Region who is currently detained in Kashi labour camp. 

Many in the international community are concerned that he remains under arrest in spite of the judge’s 
ruling during his trial on May 27, 2008, that there was insufficient evidence to convict him. It is widely 
believed that the charges laid against him are designed to punish him for legitimate practice of his 
Christian faith as opposed to any perceived threat to national security.  

As a practising Christian Alimjan Yimit is a peace-loving and patriotic Chinese citizen who has earned 
the respect of many even during his incarceration. 

Please urge your Government to ensure that the local authorities affirm the decision of the court and 
release Mr Yimit immediately.
